NORTHEAST PROJECT

(198 438 ha; 490 340 ac)

Location
The project straddles the border of northeast Saskatchewan and northwest Manitoba. It is 70 km north of Reindeer
lake.

Geology

The property is underlain by rocks of the Lower Proterozoic (Trans Hudson) age Wollaston domain. These are
supercrustals which are composed of psammites, pelites, graphitic pelites, calcsilicates and greenstones. These
rocks rest on an Archean basement and are intruded by numerous small uraniferous pegmatites, and granite

Exploration

Exploration was carried out in the 1970's by SMDC and SERU which included detailed geologic mapping,
geochemical surveys and airborne geophysics. These exploration programs located uraniferous boulder trains,
many conductors and numerous lake sediment and radiometric anomalies. CanAlaska has used GIS in compiling
these existing datasets and has assimilated them to create a powerful exploration tool.

Potential

Numerous outliers, such as the Reilly basin indicate that the Athabasca Basin was much more extensive in the
past. Since the Athabasca basin acted as the trap for the basinal brines that formed basement hosted uranium
deposits such as Rabbit Lake and Cluff Lake, the potential exists that this style of deposit is resident in favourable
geologic terrains within the project area. During the 1970's and 80's, the basement hosted model was not well
understood and the source of the uraniferous boulder trains and anomalies was never located.
